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Cherokee Indians in Winter

During the harsh winter of 1838 to 1839 thousands of Cherokees Indians were had to leave their mountain
homes and marched overland to Indian territory. During the march across the snow covered land, many Chero-
kee people suffered hardships as they walked along a trail as to what later would be named “The Trail of Tears,
to their new home within the Indian Territory.
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The headband features red and yellow embroidery on blue wool felt. It displays significant symbols of Y-
Indian Princess principles and purpose. The central theme is the sign of the Great Spirit with the crossed
arrows of friendship and the circled heart of love on either side. Father and daughter are symbolized next
to the grouped tepees which indicate happy work in the community, and the single tepee which denotes
happy work in the home. The trees, water, and grass exhort the wearer to seek and preserve the Great
Spirit's beauty in forest, field and stream.

The total meaning may be summed up this: "Father and daughter, through friendly service to each other,
to the family, to the tribe and the community, seek a world pleasing to the eye of the Great Spirit".
